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Article 1: These regulations are formulated to respond to issues regarding students’ study, their academic performance, and enrollment abroad as they stay enrolled in the University.
Article 2: These regulations apply to the following students:
1. Students recommended by the home department (program) and approved by the University to do research or study for credits at a college or university abroad;
2. Students selected by a government body to do research or study for credits at a college or university abroad;
3. Exchanged students appointed by the University to further the cooperative relationship with a sister college or university abroad;
4. Students recommended by the home department (program) and approved by the University to do research for a thesis or dissertation;
5. Students who need to make visits or take internships abroad due to course or research requirements by the home department;
6. Students representing the University or the country in international events or conferences abroad;
7. Students representing the country in international competitions for artistic skills;
8. Student athletes selected to represent the country in international athletic competitions or trainings abroad;
9. Students going abroad due to grievous family incidents such as illnesses or passing of direct relatives or spouses.
Article 3: The college or university students choose for study abroad has to be recognized by the Ministry of Education. When students choose to study in mainland China, their credits will only be accepted as they are taken at an institution in the MOE’s “List of Recognized Higher Education Institutions in Mainland China.”
Article 4: Restrictions on time limit for study abroad are as follows:
1. Students taking personal leaves should not be absent for more than 1/3 of the class time within a semester;
2. Students taking official leaves should not be absent for more than 1/3 of the class time within a semester;
3. Students going abroad on a leave of absence should follow the time limit regulations in the University Academic Policies;
4. Students going abroad on internships can leave for only 3 months;
5. Students studying abroad in accordance with Items 1, 2, 3, 4 of Article 2 in the Regulations may leave for up to one year. For Ph. D. students without the obligation of military service, they may extend their study time for another 6 months. The extension will be granted only once. Whether or not students should take a leave of absence while they are studying abroad, each department (program) should decide;
6. Students going abroad for short-term studies during the winter or summer breaks should return before the end of the break time.
Article 5: For students taking credits abroad while they are still enrolled in the University, they should process all registration matters in person at the University and pay their tuition and fees to the University. For students studying abroad during the summer breaks or for students on a leave of absence, they are not subject to the aforementioned rule. When students cannot go through the registration process in person, they may authorize someone else to manage the process for them. If students are unable to take the final exams as they are abroad, they may take the makeup exams when they return. 
Article 6: When students are studying abroad in accordance with Items 1, 2, 3, 4 of Article 2 in the Regulations without taking a leave of absence, individual departments (programs) should decide how many course credits students take during the time abroad will be accepted and recorded in the students’ transcript. The study time abroad will be counted into students’ study time at the University, but up to only one year. When individual departments (programs) evaluate the course credits students take during their study abroad, they should follow the MOE’s regulations regarding academic credentials.  
Article 7: When students are abroad, if there are violations of University regulations, misconducts, or postponement for returning to the University beyond the time limit, students will be subject to discipline in accordance with the University Regulations for Student Awards and Penalty and related rules in the University Academic Policies.
Article 8: Male students at conscription age who have not yet been drafted should follow the Exit Procedures for Man of Conscription Age and regulations regarding entry and exit security issued by the Ministry of Interior as they plan for studying abroad.
Article 9: When students plan to study abroad, issues regarding application for the passport and the permit for entry and exit should be processed in accordance with related laws and regulations. When students are studying abroad, issues regarding retrieval and discontinuation of, as well as compensation for scholarships should also be processed in accordance with related laws and regulations.
Article 10: These regulations and guidelines were passed at the Academic Affairs Council, and were promulgated and implemented upon approval by the President. They were also submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference. The same procedure will be followed for each amendment.
