Regulations for Joint and Dual Degree Programs by Fu Jen Catholic University and Overseas Universities.

Referred to Letter No. 1010067192 by the Ministry of Education, April 16, 2012

Article 1: Fu Jen Catholic University (hereafter referred to as “the University”) establishes these regulations to expand student’s horizons, enhance international academic collaboration and strengthen exchanging study between students of individual college/department/institute/degree program and students of foreign universities/colleges/institutes (hereinafter referred to as “overseas universities”).

Article 2: Collaborative universities participating in the Overseas Joint and Dual Degree Programs shall establish partnerships with the University and meet the following requirements:

1. Overseas universities shall have signed academic exchange agreements with the University or individual college/department/institute/degree program.

2. Overseas universities shall be accredited by foreign governments concerned or by foreign accreditation agencies, and in the name list of foreign universities by the Ministry of Education. Similarly, universities of Mainland Area shall be in the name list accredited by the Ministry of Education.

Article 3: Joint and Dual Degree Programs, according to the Regulations, are established to foster international academic collaboration in development of joint curricula and faculty exchanges, and to help students at the University and overseas universities to study at other universities according signed agreements. Upon completion of the requirements for graduation on both sides, students may receive joint or dual degrees from collaborative universities.
Article 4: The academic collaboration agreement signed by the University and overseas universities shall include the following:
1. Titles of the collaborating universities.

2. Titles of joint and dual degrees conferred.

3. Curriculum, credit requirement and exemption.

4. Transfer of credits and arrangement of term of study in each university.

5. Qualification of application, the number of students allowed and guidelines for recruitment.
6. Administrative issues of student’s status records such as enrollment, leave of absence and expulsion.

7. Other matters. 

The aforementioned collaboration agreement shall meet the University Academic Policies and relative regulations/guidelines/rules of the University and partner universities.

Joint and dual degree programs between the University and universities of Mainland Area shall follow the Guidelines for Collaboration between Schools of All Levels and Schools in the Mainland Area. The collaboration agreement shall not be signed until it has been approved by the Minister of Education. 
Article 5: Students permitted to study the Overseas Joint and Dual Degree Program shall comply with signed agreements between the University and overseas universities. The enrollment periods and credits required can be accumulated and added while studying in both universities. Students pursuing the bachelor’s degree shall enroll accumulatively at least thirty-two months in total from both universities. Students pursuing the master’s degree shall enroll accumulatively at least twelve months in total from both universities. Students pursuing the doctor’s degree shall enroll accumulatively at least twenty-four months in total from both universities. Students must earn at least one third of the credits required for conferral of the degree from each university. Students may, in accordance with the collaboration agreement, apply to exemption of subjects and credits earned at their home institutions.
Article 6: Each department/institute/degree program may, in accordance with requirement, establish a curriculum of Overseas Joint and Dual Degree Program and required subjects/credits with the overseas collaborative university, and file them to the Office of Academic Affairs for approval.
Article 7: Students admitted to study in the Overseas Joint and Dual Degree Programs in accordance with the Regulations shall obey all regulations/guidelines/ rules of the University for application, recruitment and registration.
Article 8: For those students admitted to study in accordance with the Regulations, if they are unable to complete the study at overseas universities for some reasons, they may request to return to the home departments/institutes/ degree programs at the University at appropriate year levels provided that the total enrollment periods of study within collaborative universities and the University do not exceed the time limit stipulated by the University. Requests, together with reports and relative supporting documents, shall be submitted to the unit in charge of the Office of Academic Affairs of the University two weeks before classes begin. Students who have completed their degree requirements but not met the targets at the overseas universities are eligible for requesting an extension of the time limit for degree completion up to two years after providing reports and adequate documents as requested.
Article 9: Students who are qualified as overseas Chinese students, foreign students and students of Mainland Area, their students’ status record, score evaluation, scholarship and living counseling etc., shall follow the relative regulations/guidelines/rules to process.
Article 10: Overseas students admitted to study at the University for Overseas Joint and Dual Degree shall obey all laws of Republic of China and various regulations/guidelines/rules of the University.
Article 11: Issues that are not covered in the Regulations shall be prescribed by relative regulations of the Ministry of Education and the University.
Article 12: The Regulations were passed at the Academic Affairs Council, and promulgated and implemented upon approval by the President. They will also be presented to the Ministry of Education for reference. The same procedure will be followed for each amendment.
