To complete the whole process, this form has to be stamped with the Academic Affairs Office seal from the student’s previous school and then submitted with the other required documents. 
2. The course code should include information of the division, the program that offers the course, and the course number. If the Registrar is unable to process course waivers due to an incomplete or erroneous course code, students will take all responsibility. The semester code for single semester courses is “00.” For yearlong courses, it is “01” for courses offered in the fall and “02” for those offered in the spring.
3. Students with any of the following qualifications can waive Military Training by submitting application to the Military Training Office with related supporting documents. Day Division students should go to Room YP216 on the 2nd floor of the Yehsheng Administration Building, and SOCE students to Room ES201 on the 2nd floor of the School of Continuing Education Building: (1) Officers in the rank of sergeant or above who are presently serving in the ROC Armed Forces with granted approval by their authorized staff for further study or in-service education; (2) People who have completed their military duty and retired from regular service, national guard service, or substitute services and can thus provide the Order of Retirement, or people who can provide a military discharge certificate if the discharge is due to personal reasons; (3) Physically or mentally challenged people with the Disability Card; (4) People over 36 years of age; (5) Foreign students; (6) Students from Hong Kong and Macau holding resident certificates (if they do not have household registration in Taiwan); (7) Transfer students with a bachelor’s degree or students retaking the college entrance exam who have completed all the Military Training courses required in their previous years of study. 
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
